NYU plans to be climate neutral by 2040. The University-wide initiative—2040
Now—where we explore our community response to the challenge of climate
change through community challenges, big events, exhibitions, competitions,
and much more. 

As a part of this initiative this week, Amy Jaffe, director of the NYU SPS
Energy, Climate Justice, and Sustainability Lab and research faculty at the
CGA, led a half-day Scenarios exercise that brought together students from
across the University and partnered them with industry and academic mentors
to build energy transition-climate resilience scenarios for two-time increments:
2022-2030 and Post 2030.

The event began with a Welcome by NYU SPS Dean Angie Kamath, who
noted that the NYU SPS has earned an NYU Green Workplace Gold
Certification and is committed to incorporating sustainability practices across
our programming and work.

We were then excited to be joined by Ed Crooks, host of the popular The
Energy Gang podcast, and his guests, who helped set the stage with a panel
discussion that was recorded as a live show for an upcoming episode of his
podcast.

Caridad Svich, who teaches creative writing in the Humanities program at
NYU DAUS, has received the 2023 Flora Roberts Award from the Dramatists
Guild. Recently her adapted play, Eva Luna, received the Premio LATA Award
(Latin Alternative Theatre Award), and she is being inducted into the 2023
class of the College of Fellows of American Theatre, and is now the co-artistic
director of new works at the Lucille Lortel Theatre. 

Caridad is a playwright, songwriter, translator, editor, and educator, who
received the 2012 Obie Award for lifetime achievement as a playwright, among
many other awards. She also has a film credit with Fugitive Dreams, which she
wrote and adapted for the screen. 

She teaches The Craft of Playwriting, screenwriting, and Foundations of the
Creative Process at DAUS.
